At Siddhachalam we will be able 
to celebrate the Sthapana of Mahavir Bhagvanôs Charan 
Paduka.  We urge those members with confirmed 
reservations who determine that they will be unable to 
attend the Chaitya Paripati due to changes in their 
circumstances to please contact Hareshbhai Shah at (302) 
740-9232 to notify us about their cancellation so that 
someone else on the waiting list is able to benefit. 
Everyone has to follow the assigned Bus No. and Seat No. 
You will be given Bracelets according to your Bus No. 
before you board the bus. If you want to change the bus, 
please pay $101 nakro per person. If you are traveling 
from Philadelphia to Derasar on April 26th, please do not  
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use Tacony Palmyra Bridge, please use Betsy Ross Bridge 
instead. 

Our Anniversary Program will start out on Thursday May 
28th with Pakshal & Snatra Pooja in the morning, 
followed by Swamivatsalya in the afternoon.  May 28th is 
(Jeth Sud Pancham), which is the Anniversary Date of our 
Temple as per the Jain Calendar.

Shree Bhadrabahu Swami composed the Uvasaggharam Stotra as a prayer to Lord Parshwanath Bhagwan.When 
there is one paragraph it is called Stuti, when it is more then one paragraph it is called Satvan or Stotra.  
Uvasaggharam Stotra describes the Parshwnath Bhagwan's achievement, it is a chamatakarik Mantra. Realizing the 
strength of the Uvasaggharam Stotra, lot of people began using the Stotra to solve every little problem they 
encountered and even abused the strength they gained from reciting the Stotra.  That is why over time certain gathas

today is still very powerful and beneficial.  Reciting the Stotra daily at least 27 times (preferably 108 times) can bring 
the following five virtues in your life:  Papokshaya, Punyodaya, Prosperity, Promotion, Peace. Uvasaggharam Poojan 
is being done first time in our Sangh. It will be done by shri Narendrabhai, whose presence alone is so powerful in 
any Poojan.  Do not miss an opportunity to particiapte in the Poojan. This Poojan is guranteed to bring you what is 
missing in your life. We are requesting all the sangh members to participate and be present throughout the Poojan.
